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How could the Almighty instruct Moshe to utter a falsehood in His name? Wouldn’t it
have been far better for him to have said plainly: “Free My people from the burdens of
Egypt?” What benefit was there in this telling since Phaoah would in any case send them
from his land against his will and not because of their words.
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This request was undoubtedly not made in good faith since they had not the slightest
intention of returning to Egypt. But it was justified on the grounds that Pharaoh would
certainly have had no scruples about enslaving them again on their return. We should not
therefore be at all surprised that God commanded them to give Pharaoh some of his own
medicine.
